In preparation for construction of the Metro Orange Line Extension, the Contractor will begin
removing hazardous soil along the right-of-way, slightly east of Canoga Avenue where the
Metro Orange Line Extension will extend four miles north from the Metro Orange Line
Canoga Station to the Metrolink/Amtrak Chatsworth Station.

WHAT:  Hazardous soil removal. (Hazardous soil is soil that contains
contaminants from creosote railroad ties, herbicides, paint products
and petroleum products).

WHEN:  Beginning on Thursday, July 29, 2010, for approximately two weeks the
Contractor will be removing hazardous soil. The anticipated work hours are
from 6:00 a.m., to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, weather permitting.

WHERE: Along Canoga Avenue between Vanowen and Lassen Street

WHAT TO EXPECT:

e The contractor will employ dust control.

e Metro will provide air monitoring during this activity.

e The haul routes are as follows: southbound on Canoga Avenue to the 101 FWY and
northbound on Canoga Avenue to Topanga Canyon and then to the 118 FWY.

e Access will be maintained for businesses and residents at all times.
e Public sidewalks are expected to remain open.
e Fire Department and emergency vehicle access will be maintained at all times.
